674 ships sank. One of every 26 who served
were Killed in action.

All About the Ship

The S.S. Lane Victory is one of the last fully
operational ship of the 534 Victorys built. It was
launched in 1945 at Cal Shipyard in Los Angeles. After
serving in the final days of WWII, and through the
wars in Korea and Vietnam, it was mothballed in the
Ready Reserve Fleet. It languished there from 1971
until 1988 when it was deeded to the USMMVWWII
